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The companies identified in the preceding table are estimated to achieved a turnover of just under 
£x.x billion in 2008, within the context of the overall kitchen products market which is estimated to 
be worth some £4.8 billion at retail selling prices.  The kitchen products market comprises of a wide 
range of sectors, though may be primarily segmented into kitchen furniture & fitted appliances and 
freestanding kitchen appliances.   
 
According to our estimates, the UK Kitchen furniture sector is valued at around £2.7 billion in 2008, 
with freestanding appliances worth some £2.1 billion at RSP.  Within this, the specialist kitchen retail 
and installation distribution channel is valued at around £1.49 billion in 2008, with the companies 
identified in this report accounting for just over 70% of the total channel’s sales by value.  
 
However, whilst this channel remains relatively consolidated in value terms, with around 160 
companies accounting for 71% of the market by value, in volume terms there are a large number of 
smaller companies active in the sector.  As of mid 2009, our estimates are that there are around 
4,500 individual kitchen retail and installation companies active within the UK kitchen products 
supply market, reflecting an average turnover of just under £100,000 per company.   
 
For the purposes of this report, the market is defined as consisting of the companies identified in the 
preceding table and is estimated to be worth some £1.06 billion to year end December 2008, 
reflecting a decline in overall market value of just under 3%.  This performance reflected a relatively 
lacklustre performance, following reasonably positive growth of between 2-4% in recent years, 
stimulated by a rise in both value and volume demand.   
 
In 2009, there are a large number of kitchen suppliers active in the market, though the industry 
remains relatively consolidated in value terms, with the leading ten players in the industry 
accounting for just under 50% of sales in this channel.  With more than £700 million of sales 
attributed to these companies there remains a substantial resource for activities such as marketing, 
advertising and other areas of support, though sources indicate that rising pressure on profitability, 
coupled with declining sales has reduced overall marketing activity in the industry of late.   
 
The impact of the credit crisis and subsequent UK recession has dramatically impacted on the new 
house building market, which has historically been a key determinant for growth in the kitchen 
products market.  Given the rapid decline in new housebuilding levels in the last 12 months, sources 
indicate that kitchen supply & installations have also declined as a result, though this sector is 
generally well served by direct supply and other channels such as the Kitchen distributors.   
 
Perhaps more importantly for retailers and installers, indications are that the domestic RMI (repair, 
maintenance & improvement) sector has also underperformed in recent months, as consumer 
confidence slowed during the latter half of 2008 and into 2009.  This decline in consumer 
expenditure on non-commodity goods is also indicated to have dampened growth opportunities for 
kitchen refurbishment which is the primary end use sector for the Kitchen retail and installation 
channel.   
 
In mid 2009, there are some indications that the decline in economic performance overall has 
‘bottomed out’, with an increasing number of industry commentators anticipating a ‘U-shaped’ 
recovery in the following 6-12 months in terms of overall GDP output.  Therefore, whilst the 
recession remains deep and is likely to impact all sectors of the UK kitchen market for many years 
to come, there are some small, tentative, yet positive signs of a return to improved economic 
performance in the coming months through to the end of 2009.  However, there are also some 
commentators who, in July 2009, are forecasting a further decline in UK economic activity and as 
such, forecasts remain subject to variation.  Whilst the likelihood of a ‘double-dip’ in economic 
activity remains unlikely, the suggestion of such a scenario further illustrates the ongoing fragility of 
the UK economy at present.   
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Whilst consumer confidence remains at a particularly low ebb, trends within the wider retail sector 
suggest a resilience from consumers to the economic downturn, particularly in the commodity good 
sectors, which may foreshorten the overall impact of the recession.  In addition, there are also 
tentative signs of, if not a recovery, then a cessation of price decline in the housing market, with the 
most optimistic sign of growth this year as house prices in June rose by 0.9% according to some 
sources.  With like for like retail sales rising 4.6% in April 2009, this has promoted further optimism 
for a relatively rapid return to growth in the wider UK economy.   
 
Whilst the majority of kitchen refurbishment products remain primarily in the ‘luxury goods’ sector, 
however, they are unlikely to be buoyed by a resilience in the commodity market.  Nevertheless, a 
return to improved economic performance overall, supported by a stabilising house-moving and 
housebuilding market should offer some improved opportunities for value and volume growth in the 
domestic kitchen market in the near to medium term.   
 
The UK kitchen retail and installation channel has increasingly come under pressure from 
competing channels such as the DIY multiples in recent years, with the ‘sheds’ having encroached 
and subsequently gained substantial share of the lower – middle value sector of the market.  A 
repositioning of the kitchen retail sector toward a higher value proposition has in part gone some 
way to protecting this channel’s share, coupled with changes in buyer behaviour in recent years.   
 
Sources indicate that buyers of kitchen furniture and appliances are increasingly seeking a wider 
choice of products with factors such as brand, technology and innovative design becoming 
increasingly popular in recent years as consumers seek to ‘trade up’ from lower value products, 
often sourced from more price competitive channels such as the DIY multiples.  This trend has 
supported the channel in terms of value performance in recent years, with retailers likely to continue 
to seek to exploit this change in consumer behaviour in the medium to longer term.   
 
The kitchen retail and installation channel is characterised by a significant level of fragmentation, 
with a large number of independents active in the sector.  Sources suggest that this in part is due to 
the ongoing level of manufacturer support for the independents, particularly in terms of price 
support.  This, coupled with a focus on differentiation in terms of service and product offering 
suggests a relatively bright future for the independent retail channel in the medium to longer term in 
terms of maintaining current market share of the UK kitchen products market.   
 
However, there remain substantial pressures in the industry at present, with buyers increasingly 
seeking enhanced product ranges and choice whilst also seeking value for money.  This pricing 
pressure on products for retailers has also been exacerbated by rising labour costs in terms of 
installation.  In recent years, a decline in the number of skilled tradesmen has resulted in rising 
labour costs as specialist labour started to become in short supply.  However, the dramatic decline 
in construction and housebuilding activity in recent months has reversed this trend, with sources 
suggesting that at present there is an abundance of tradesmen for kitchen installation projects.  As 
such, this has relieved some of the upward pressure on labour costs in recent months, though this 
reversal is likely to be short lived as construction and housebuilding activity is set to increase in late 
2009 and beyond.   
 
This quantitative report is based principally on company sales returns and balance sheets, 
supported where appropriate by additional primary research from the industry, secondary data from 
trade journals, industry commentators etc., and our own estimates based on previous background 
experience of researching the UK kitchen market. 
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2.3 Kitchen Retailer & Installer Market Performance 2004-2013 

The following section reviews the overall, combined performance of the selected kitchen retailers 
& installers in terms of sales revenue, profit, assets, liabilities and net worth since 2004 and 
provides forecasts to 2013.  

2.3.1 Kitchen Retail & Installation Market Sales Revenue 2004-2013 

The chart below illustrates the performance of the kitchen retailers & installers market in terms of 
combined sales revenues between 2004 and 2008 and forecasts to 2013:-

The above chart illustrates our estimates of the sales performance of the Kitchen Retailers and 
Installers market identified previously from actual sales returns and revenue estimates based on 
annual returns and balance sheets.  
 
In 2008, the combined sales of the kitchen retailers & installers identified reached an estimated 
market value of around £1.06 billion, a decline of around 3% since 2007 reflecting a rapid 
slowdown in volume demand for the year overall.  Sources indicate that the market was 
characterised by relatively steady performance in the first half of 2008, buoyed by a continued 
growth in housebuilding and house moving activity, coupled with relatively healthy levels of 
consumer confidence giving rise to good growth in domestic RMI projects.   
 
However, during Q2 2008, the initial signs of the credit crunch came to light in the UK, with 
commentators suggesting that the real economy would be substantially harmed following a 
‘drying-up’ of available credit for businesses and consumers.  Poor lending decisions made by 
US banks and the subsequent packaging of these loans into other financial products which were 
sold on resulted in a global ‘freezing’ of credit.  This inevitably impacted on almost all sectors of 
the UK economy during late 2008 and particularly within the higher value luxury or ‘non-
commodity’ good sectors in which kitchen furniture and build-in appliances are mostly positioned.   
 
Whilst sources indicate that the decline in the kitchen retail market began in Q3 2008, the full 
impact of the recession was not wholly evident until early 2009, following several months of 
inactivity in the housebuilding market, a rapid cessation of commercial new build projects and a 
distinct lack of consumer confidence leading to substantially lower levels of domestic 
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refurbishment projects.  As such, overall sales are estimated to have declined by around 3-4% 
during Q3 and Q4 2008, with a continued slowdown in demand underpinning stronger declines in 
terms of revenues during H1 2009 of 4-5%.   
 
Substantial levels of Government investment in public sector spending at present may offer some 
optimism for the kitchen products market overall, particularly within the publicly owned registered 
social landlord sector, though sources indicate that products for these projects are primarily 
sourced direct or via larger distributors, rather than kitchen retailers.  In late June 2009, the 
Government announced additional funding for the construction of 20,000 new affordable homes 
over the next 2 years which should offer some optimism for manufacturers, though less so for the 
more domestically oriented independent kitchen retailers.   
 
As of mid 2009, there are some indications that the decline in the UK economy has ‘bottomed 
out’, with the first tentative signs of recovery evident in the high street becoming evident.  Whilst 
there have been concerns from some commentators regarding the possibility of a second 
recession in the UK in later 2009, the likelihood of a ‘double-dip’ remains limited.  In addition, the 
strongest sign yet of a recovery in the housing market was announced in June, with house prices 
rising by 0.9%, suggesting a return to sustained levels of rising house moving activity is now 
more likely for the remainder of 2009 and beyond.   
 
Given a relatively rapid return to growth in overall GDP, supported by a more buoyant housing 
market and rising house moving activity, the Kitchen retail market is forecast to experience some, 
albeit relatively limited, growth in Q4 2009, though overall the year is expected to finish around 
5% down on 2008, highlighting the difficult trading conditions at present.     
 
The improved levels of trading commencing in Q4 2009 should become stronger in early-mid 
2010 as momentum in the market builds from domestic RMI (repair maintenance & improvement) 
activity.  In addition, domestic new build, commercial and industrial applications should also drive 
manufacturer’s sales through other channels as business confidence returns.  This in turn should 
boost kitchen manufacturers’ ability to assist independent retailers and installers through pricing, 
marketing and offer other support mechanisms in the medium to longer term.  Indications are that 
this positive momentum should continue throughout 2010, with forecasts of a market reaching 
around £1.02 million by year-end, reflecting modest growth of just under 1%.   
 
Subsequently, sales of kitchen products through the retail & installer channel are forecast to 
experience increasingly healthy levels of growth in the medium to longer term, given a wide 
range of positive market drivers.  By 2012 therefore, the market is set to reach a value of just 
over £1.1 billion, reflecting an increase of some 9% since 2009.   
 
The annual change in sales revenue by the kitchen retailers & installers market is illustrated in 
the following chart:-

The chart illustrates that the healthy performance experienced in 2007 was not replicated during 
2008, though some growth continued to support the industry through the first quarter of the year.  
Sources indicate that consumer confidence began to level off in Q2 2008, with the credit crunch 
beginning to impact on the ‘real economy’ and consumer confidence by Q3 2008, with 
subsequent negative implications for Kitchen Retailers and Installers.   
 
As such, despite some limited growth in the first half of 2008, the rapid slowdown in wider macro-
economic conditions later on in the year resulted in relatively rapid revenue contraction for the 
industry in H2 2008 resulting in negative performance for the year overall.  In real terms, the 
market is likely have declined by around 5-6% over the year, following a sharp rise in inflation in 
2008, particularly during Q3 and Q4 with September 2008 RPI recorded at 5%.   
 
Forecasts for 2009 are for a sustained contraction in terms of sales revenues, with 2009 
expected to finish around 5% lower than 2008 in current prices, though this may be offset by 
current deflation levels of around 1.2% in April and 1.1% in May 2009, resulting in a likely ‘real 
term’ decline for the kitchen retail channel of around 4% for the overall year.  Whilst deflation is 
currently offsetting some of the effects of the downturn for kitchen suppliers, sources indicate that 
this is not a welcome trend in the longer term as prices remain under pressure from consumers.   
 
Whilst consumer expenditure on food and commodity goods is likely to remain reasonably robust 
during 2009 and into 2010, indications are that spending on non-commodity items is unlikely to 
offer any substantial stimulus for market growth until mid-late 2010.  Given this, a return to the 
rapid levels of growth experienced in the last few years are unlikely to be witnessed in the short 
term, with manufacturers increasingly reliant on the contract sector and specifically public sector 
applications which are typically outside the scope of Kitchen Retailers & Installers’ target 
markets. 
 
Any substantive ‘real term’ optimism for the kitchen retail and installation channel is therefore 
reserved for 2011, as the effects of the economic downturn diminish with rising consumer 
confidence resulting in above inflation growth in domestic RMI activity.  Forecasts for 2011 are for 
the market to rise by 2.6%, with 2012 growth of some 3.2% reflecting an element of releasing of 
‘pent-up’ demand.    
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2.3.2 Kitchen Retailers & Installers Market Profitability 2004-2013 

The following table illustrates the performance of the Kitchen Retail suppliers market in terms of 
profitability between 2004 and 2008 and provides forecasts to 2013:-

Profitability levels in the Kitchen Retail industry peaked in 2007 at just under £41 million, primarily 
following a rapid rise in domestic household DIY and RMI activity during the latter part of 2006 
and into 2007.  As DFY (Done for You) trends became increasingly evident in the lower value 
sector of the Kitchen refurbishment market, sources indicate that DIY channels gained share at 
the expense of the more specialist retailers in recent years.  This key trend resulted in the need 
for retailers to shift their positioning to higher value portfolios in order to sustain profitability as the 
‘sheds’ increasingly gained share of the lower-middle value market segments, primarily due to 
economies of scale in terms of purchasing power.   
 
As volume demand declined in mid-late 2008, sources indicate that pricing pressures have risen 
substantially in recent months with a dwindling number of customers seeking to achieve greater 
discounts and value for money.  The rapid slowdown in house moving activity - which represents 
a key determinant for market growth, has substantially impacted on profitability in recent months, 
with 2008 levels falling to just over £36 million.   
 
Further declines in house moving activity within the context of an overall economy in deflation is 
likely to result in further declines in profitability for Kitchen retailers and installers throughout 
2009.  As such, by the end of 2009, forecasts are for the market to have declined to around £27 
million.  However, sources indicate that the majority of this deterioration is likely to be 
experienced during the first 3 quarters of 2009, with a more optimistic outlook anticipated for Q4 
2009.      
 
As volume activity stagnates in 2009, sources indicate that the Kitchen Retail sector is likely to 
become increasingly competitive in the coming months, though rising demand should start to 
feed through later in the year which should provide some relief to the market.   
 
Given that inflationary pressures have now eased substantially, the industry stands in good stead 
to achieve a return to growth in profitability relatively quickly, following an upturn in volume 
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demand for kitchen products in late 2009  / early 2010.  As such, forecasts are for profit levels to 
stabilise at just under £29 million by year-end 2010, with subsequent steady growth forecast 
through to 2013.   
 
For suppliers to kitchen retailers and installers, current profitability trends are likely to result in an 
increasingly competitive environment with kitchen retailers progressively seeking to implement 
cost cutting measures through not only a reduction in labour costs but also material and product 
supply costs.  Indications are that kitchen retailers and installers will inevitably look to suppliers to 
achieve this cost saving to some extent, with pricing pressure on a wide range of kitchen 
products likely to remain a key issue in the near term, particularly for products where 
differentiation is less clear.     

 
By mid 2010, indications are that that the UK economy should experience a return to growth in 
terms of GDP, in turn stimulating consumer and business confidence.  As such, by mid-late 2010, 
demand for kitchen products derived from a rise in house moving and house building should 
return slowly.  This, coupled with an element of ‘pent-up’ demand should provide some stimulus 
for the market, with double digit growth in profitability forecast to return during 2011.    
 
On the basis that the recent fiscal stimulus and quantitative easing packages announced by the 
Government provide a boost to the availability of credit for personal loans and mortgages, our 
forecasts are for the market to experience no further decline in profitability levels in 2010.  With 
growth likely to accelerate in 2011 through to 2013, with annual profit forecasts rising by 14-20% 
per annum, albeit from a relatively low base, reflecting a relatively optimistic and sustained 
recovery from mid 2010 onwards.   
 
Despite the likelihood of a return to growth in 2010, however, sources indicate that the kitchen 
retail and installation industry will remain highly competitive and will remain more difficult than 
before the recession for several years, with price competition and pressure on profitability likely to 
remain an over-riding characteristic of the industry.

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2.4 Kitchen Retailers & Installers Industry Trend Indicators 

The following section represents the findings of MTW’s analysis of the UK kitchen retailers & 
installers industry based on primary research and quantitative statistics.  The following data is 
based on representative samples from the total kitchen retailers & installers industry.    
 

2.4.1 Kitchen Retail Market Share by Growth, Decline & Static Sales  

The following chart illustrates the performance of the UK kitchen retailers & installers market 
during the last 12 months to June 2009 in terms of revenue performance:-

As illustrated, the market has experienced mixed fortunes during the last 12 months, with just 
under half of all retailers and installers experiencing a decline in turnover, reflecting the ongoing 
difficult trading conditions.  Expectations are that the number of companies reporting static and 
declining sales are likely to increase in the short term, though this trend is not expected to 
continue in the medium term, given an upturn in market demand from late 2009 onwards.   
 
Nevertheless, many players in the industry have continued to experience reasonably buoyant 
market conditions in terms of revenue performance, with 40% of companies reporting growth in 
excess of 10% and a further 15% reporting some upturn in sales performance.  However, much 
of this buoyant performance is indicated to be due to healthier levels of growth in Q3 2008, as 
market conditions deteriorated later in the year and into 2009.   
 
Sources indicate that market growth is increasingly reliant on smaller value projects in the 
domestic market, with volume demand having declined substantially in recent months, following a 
rapid decline in domestic projects.  With consumer confidence set to remain low throughout the 
majority of 2009, it is likely that the above chart will characterise the Kitchen Retail market in the 
short term until a tangible improvement in the UK economy becomes evident.   
 

2.4.2 Kitchen Retailers & Installers– Industry Structure by Age of Company 

The mix by age of companies active in this sector are key indicators of an industry’s fundamental 
health and level of business confidence and also indicate the level of optimism regarding future 
performance.  The following chart illustrates the mix by age of companies in 2009:-

Despite relatively low barriers to entry for this market, the number of new entrants is indicated to 
have declined in recent years, with sources suggesting that this in part reflects rising levels of 
competition and the growing need for larger premises and showrooms in order to attract 
customers, coupled with declining levels of profitability leading to a less attractive business 
proposition.  As of mid 2009, just under 20% of the market was accounted for by new entrants or 
those established since January 2004.  This figure is expected to fall during the next 1-2 years 
given the declining levels of industry profitability and the reluctance by the UK banking sector to 
offer substantial credit to new start-ups at present due to the credit crisis.   
 
The relative lack of start-ups in the industry, however, also indicates a degree of strength for the 
market overall, as these companies remain in the most vulnerable position at present due to a 
combination of declining profitability in the sector and relative lack of liquidity, particularly those 
companies with less than 3 years trading experience.  This sector’s problems are also 
exacerbated by the current lack of credit available to businesses with these issues likely to result 
in a growing number of business failures in the near term, particularly given indications that larger 
companies are less willing or able to acquire smaller companies at present.   
 
Companies between 6-9 years old currently represent around 18% of the market in 2009, with 
these companies having well established market positions and trading history.  In addition, a 
further 63% of companies active in the market were established more than 9 years ago, reflecting 
a mature industry where an existing customer base should support the sector to some extent.   
 
These more established companies are generally well financed, have better cash flow and are 
more likely to possess key strengths such as more prominent customer awareness, wider 
product choice, and generally stronger order books.  These factors, amongst others, should 
provide some cushion to the current downturn in demand for more established companies.  As 
such, the industry overall may be viewed as being fundamentally in reasonably good health and 
whilst there may be some further reductions in the number of organisations operating in the 
sector in the short term, around 70% of the industry is regarded as being at minimal risk from the 
current economic downturn and rising pressures in the market.      
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2.4.3 UK Kitchen Retail Industry – Volume Share by Risk Rating 2009 

Credit ratings also provide a crucial indicator as to an organisation’s performance and underlying 
health.  When combined with other companies and viewed on an industry wide basis, credit 
ratings also offer an effective insight into the fundamentals of a market.   
 
The following chart illustrates the credit ratings by volume for the kitchen retailers & installers 
market as at June 2009:-

As illustrated, within the definition of this report the average Kitchen retailer and installer reported 
sales of £6.5 million in 2008, reflecting a period of slow growth in average sales as the market 
has stabilised in terms of the number of organisations competing with no substantial activity in 
terms of new entrants to the industry.   
 
Sources indicate that customers are increasingly seeking Kitchen Retailers who offer a wider 
range of products and services and competitive prices, particularly in the current economic 
downturn.  As smaller kitchen retailers & installers are less able to compete and may 
subsequently fail, it is likely that this trend toward rising average sales and lower numbers of 
companies active will continue in the longer term as the number of kitchen suppliers diminishes 
to some extent.        
 
In the near term, however, it is likely that the industry will experience both falling revenue and 
declining numbers of organisations competing in the market and as such, forecasts are for 
average sales to decline to £6.3 million in 2009 before rising slowly but steadily again from 2010 
onwards.
